IMPORTANT PRECAUTIONS

For safety purpose you should read the instructions carefully before using the appliance for the first
time and follow them. Save the instructions for future reference.

The appliance is designed for domestic use and may only be operated in accordance with
these instructions for use.

Close supervision is necessary for any appliance being used near children.

The appliance generates high temperature steam, when using the appliance, hold steamer head
facing away from you, in vertical position.

DO's
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Connectthe appliance to a suitable mains supply outlet.

Unwind and straighten the power cord before use.

Place the appliance on a firm and steady surface.

Keep the appliance away from children.

Unplug the appliance during filling and cleaning.

Care should be taken when using this appliance due to emission of steam.

Disconnect the appliance from the mains supply and allow it to cool down before removing
the brush accessory from the appliance or refitting it.

8. Empty the watertank after each use.

9.  When placing the appliance on its flat base, ensure that the surface on which the stand is
placedis stable.

10. If the power cord and/or any part of the iron have been damaged, it must be replaced by
Usha orits service agent or similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

8. Do not apply steam on any clothes or fabrics that are being worn by human or pets, because
steam temperature is high and may cause burns.

9. Donotleave appliance unattended while plugged in or while itis still hot.

10. Do not roll the power cord around the appliance for storage until it has cooled down
completely.

11. Do not attempt to open the cabinets or dismantle any part from the appliance; there are no

serviceable parts inside.

Disconnect the appliance from the mains supply.

Allow the appliance to cool down completely, if it
has been heated.

Hold the appliance safely on hand and attach the
fabric brush onto its steam head, it locks into
position with an audible click (See Fig.1).

After using the appliance, allow it to cool
down completely. To detach the fabric brush,
simply pull the top of the fabric brush.
(SeeFig.2).

Note: The fabric brush can be used in upside or
downside of the grip.

Release the water inlet cover, and then fill-in water through the water
inlethole (See Fig.3).

Fill up to the 'Max' level marked on the side of the water tank.
Replace the water inlet cover.
Clean the spilled water by a dry cloth.

Note: Fill the water tank with tap water. Do not put perfume, vinegar, chemically
de-scaled water or any other liquids.

Fill the water tank with water as described in “HOW TO FILL WATER”.

Attach the fabric brush as described in “HOW TO ATTACH AND DETACH THE FABRIC
BRUSH".

Connect the appliance to a suitable main supply outlet.

Once the appliance is plugged in, the pilot light will turn ON, keep pressing the steam button
while the Steameris heating up to ensure power supply to the steamer.

To begin steaming, press the steam button facing away from you, in vertical position.
For the first time, use the garment steamer on an old garment or towel.

Important: When using this appliance or while it is heating up, do not put it down on its steam head.
Lay itdown onits appliance flat base.
